Photos will be judged on how well they express the Montana 4-H “Learn by Doing” theme and on the overall quality
of the photo. Don’t forget that we prefer photos that show 4-H ers with adult or teen mentors. (Parents count!)

Tips for taking great photos: Get close to the subject. Take photos in good light, such as natural or outdoor
light. Focus. Note whether there are distracting elements behind the person pictured that might detract
from the subject. Show someone DOING something. On digital photos, make sure your camera is set on its
highest resolution setting (the one that makes the largest digital file).
